Climb to the top of the Pilgrim Monument on April First

March 21, 2011-Provincetown, MA – The tallest all granite building in the United States kicks off the season with a bargain, free climbs to the top of the Pilgrim Monument and free admission to the Provincetown Museum located at the base of the Monument. 

“What better way to keep your New Year’s ‘get in shape’ resolution than with a 116 step trek to one of the few 360 degree views of Cape Cod,” says Program Manager Laurel Guadazno. 

“After your climb be sure to stop in the Museum and visit our newest exhibit on Provincetown’s role in the Great Rebellion, better known as the Civil War. One hundred and fifty years ago Provincetown’s young men marched from the tip of Cape Cod to Boston to fight for the North.  The exhibit features the banner they proudly carried along with vintage photographs and objects from that era,” Guadazno added.

Also at the Museum is a preview of the special exhibit, Souvenir of Provincetown, featuring artwork from the collection of Helen & Napi Van Derek, one of the largest private collections of Provincetown art, combined with objects, photographs, and other materials from the collection of Pilgrim Monument & Provincetown Museum. 
The Pilgrim Monument and Provincetown Museum is open 7 days a week from 9 a.m. until 5 p.m. from April 1 through November with extended hours from June 1 to September 15 from 9 a.m. to 7 p.m. Admission Adults $7.00; Seniors (age 62+) and Students (15+ with ID) $5.00; Children (4 – 14) $3.50; Children 3 and under are admitted free.

The Pilgrim Monument commemorates the Pilgrims’ first landing in America. Visitors can easily walk to the top using a unique series of steps and ramps around the interior of the building. The views from the top are breathtaking, and on clear days you can see both Plymouth and Boston. The Provincetown Museum features the history of Provincetown and the Outer Cape. Here you will see exhibits on the Pilgrims and the Mayflower, Provincetown’s theater history including Eugene O’Neill and the Provincetown Players, artifact collections brought here from distant lands by sea captains, and much more.
