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For Women’s Week, Pilgrim Monument and Provincetown Museum Present HERSTORY

An Original Film Featuring the History of Women in Provincetown  

September 29, 2011 (Provincetown) – The Pilgrim Monument and Provincetown Museum (PMPM) announced today that it will present a special showing of Director Catherine Russo’s  A Provincetown HERSTORY,  on October 12, at 2 p.m., as part of the celebration of Women’s Week in Provincetown. This one-hour film represents a unique chapter in women's history and   will be shown free with admission to PMPM.
 
The film recounts stories of the lives of women who lived in Provincetown year-round from the late 1800's through the 1940's and  includes first-hand accounts, archival photos, video, news clippings, postcards and artwork. These ordinary, yet extraordinary, women raised their families, worked in shops, guesthouses, restaurants, and the fish packing industry and survived two world wars and the depression.
 
Director Catherine Russo, who will attend the screening, is particularly drawn to the making of oral history and film and has captured this unique story through the words of descendents of the women of Provincetown. 
"There is much more material on the fishermen and the artists of Provincetown than there is on the women who held the town together for everyone," says Russo.  


The film features Provincetown residents  testifying to the lives of their mothers and grandmothers. Frances Medeiros and Mary P. Roderick relayed stories of their Portuguese ancestors, and George Bryant spoke about the women who arrived from Nova Scotia with his grandmother and mother. Their testimony is especially poignant as these women are now deceased.
After the film showing, there will be time for discussion and a Q&A with Russo. 
Russo has been a teacher and producer of media for the past 40 years.  Her productions have won awards nationally and internationally. Locally, she has produced two other short historical videos for the Provincetown Library:  Abraça o Barco, The RoseDorothea Story and Safe Harbor: Provincetown - A Community Responds to AIDS.
