Provincetown Pilgrim Party
Hosted By the Pilgrim Monument and Provincetown Museum 
October 27, 2011 (Provincetown, Mass.) –The Pilgrim Monument and Provincetown Museum (PMPM) announced today that it will host a “Pilgrim Party” on 11-11-11, the 391th anniversary of the Pilgrims’ first landing in the New World in Provincetown Harbor and the 390th anniversary of the Pilgrims’ first Thanksgiving in Plymouth.  
“To celebrate the unique date of 11/11/11, I thought it was important to remember November 11th, 1620, when the Mayflower sailed into Provincetown harbor and to also recognize that this year is the 390th anniversary of the Pilgrims first Thanksgiving.  What could be better than a community wide Provincetown Pilgrim Party?” said Ron Nickerson, a Chatham resident who created
 the concept for the Pilgrim Party.
The Pilgrim Party on November 11, 2011 will feature a special postal cancellation commemorating the 390th anniversary of the first Thanksgiving, followed by a presentation by James Baker, author of Thanksgiving, the Biography of an American Holiday.  This event is part of the many celebrations the PMPM is hosting in recognition of the Pilgrim’s landing, culminating with the Annual Lighting of Pilgrim Monument on Wednesday, November 23, from 5 – 7 p.m. 
James Baker’s book, Thanksgiving, the Biography of an American Holiday explores how the Thanksgiving has evolved into the contemporary celebration it is today. Baker examines each aspect of the tradition, from the turkey dinners to the religious sermons, and its progression over time. The story provides a fascinating look into the holiday and the cultural history of America.

“The Monument is the perfect place to gather in honor, remembrance, and celebration of our country’s history and the brave people who sailed across the ocean to explore the new world,” said Laurel Guadazno, historian at PMPM. “We look forward to welcoming residents and visitors of Provincetown to the monument and celebrating together as we commemorate the pilgrims’ first landing in the place where it all began.”   
At 1 p.m., Provincetown Postmaster Kathy Clobridge will release the new hand cancel stamp to commemorate 11-11-11 in the East Gallery.  Guests will be able to purchase special 390th anniversary envelopes for cancellation.
At 2 p.m., the presentation by James Baker will begin in the Mayflower Room. 
Following Baker’s talk, cake and cider will be served.

The event is free with admission to the museum.
